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Welcome to Grampian Radio Car Club. 

We race 1/10th scale electric touring cars and our first priority is to promote safe and fun racing for drivers of all ages and abilities. To achieve this, we must have some rules and regulations and it is your responsibility as a GRCC member to know and abide by these rules.

All club members must join the BRCA to legally race. The club allows any potential members the opportunity to race at GRCC events three times, after which they must join the BRCA, this does not apply to members of other RC clubs who are already BRCA members, but proof of membership must be provided before racing is allowed.  

Racing is held at The Garioch Sports Centre Inverurie and all club members must behave in a responsible manner at all times while at the centre. Any action by a club member that could be described as unreasonable may result in the withdrawal of their GRCC membership.

All equipment used by club members must be in safe working order and every effort must be made by you to ensure the health and safety of yourself, other club members and the general public. 

Racing
Each race meeting will consist of a number of heats, the number of heats will be determined by the number of cars entered but the race director will make it clear how many heats there will be before the commencement of racing.

It’s important to get booked in with the race director as soon a possible, he will need to know what radio frequencies you have.
Heats will be made up of up-to 8 cars, each car will start by their race number one at a time.  The object of the heats is to get as many laps as you can in the time allotted (usually 3mins), this is not a race against the other cars in your heat and you MUST let faster cars past, if you cause an accident it will spoil their time and yours.
IMPORTANT

After you finish your heat return to where you are pitting, disconnect your race battery and go to your marshal point immediately, failure to do this may delay the next heat and could loose your fastest time…be warned.

You will normally get 3 or 4 heats to set as fast a time as you can.  To achieve this each car must be fitted with a unique timing transponder, there are a small number of these transponders available for loan by the club but each member of the club is expected to purchase their own as soon as possible.  They are quite expensive if bought brand new but they will last a life time if treated with care.
After the heats all drivers will be divided into finals, again this will be affected by the size of the entry but usually there will be a D. C. B. and A. final the A. being the fastest qualifiers and the D. being the slower ones. In the finals, unlike the heats, you are racing against each other and a bit of position defending is allowed, but try and be aware of the leaders coming through to lap you, let them past, there is no shame in being lapped, I should know.  

Remember, your driving should be safe at all times, if the race director thinks your driving is a danger to other competitors or their cars, he will have you removed from the track, if you do cause an accident that gives you an advantage it is good manners to let the racer you “took out” regain his position in front of you.

Cars

All cars will be 1/10th Scale electric touring cars, they must have a recognised sports/saloon car body shell fitted at all times while on the track, if the shell comes off or becomes loose during a race, the car must be taken off the track and must not continue racing until the shell has been reattached securely.

The car must have a ground clearance (distance between the lowest part of the chassis and the ground) of no less than 5mm.  The motor must be a 19turn spec motor (, 27turn stock and 540 motors are legal) and must be on the BRCA motor list. You can use any type of slick tyre, foam and treaded tyre as long as it has no spikes (mini pins, rally blocks etc). No additives of any kind are permitted, all the above can and will be checked on a random basis by a club official and any infringement of the rules can be punished with the loss of your fastest time or exclusion from the race meeting.
Interpretation of these rules are at the discretion of the race director and he may relax them under certain circumstances.
